A Letter fr om our CEO
Our Transformation
On August 26, 2006, the National Board of Girl
Scouts of the USAannounced the first steps in
a major, long term revitalization of the Girl
Scout organization.

At the National Board meeting, GSUSA’s
Board of Directors approved the realignment of
Patriots’Trail, Southeastern Massachusetts and
Spar and Spindle Girl Scout councils. The cur-
rent councils will unite to form one Girl Scout
council serving approximately 50,000 girls and
17,000 volunteers in 187 cities and towns in
eastern Massachusetts. The realignment is
expected to be effective in October 2007.

Starting in October 2008, Girl Scouts will
renew its mission as the premier leadership
development program for girls. The new coun-
cil will bring more programs and resources to
its girls and volunteers. As part of the new lead-
ership development program, there will be new
membership levels and a new national Girl
Scout dress code.

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Unique Ropes Course Opens at The Center
The Center in Rowley is now the site of a universally accessible ropes course. Open
to troops, groups, and the public from May through October, it is one of only two
such courses in New England. Remarkable in many ways, this universalcourse was
designed and built so that all girls in a group (including those with weight or other
physical challenges) can participate and succeed. Each element has a belay system so
girls can physically assist each other.

The course was designed by Girl Scouts, who drew ideas for the course, and built by
Absolutely Experiential, Inc. Our builder, John Ireland, worked to create a course
that matched the girls ideas. Karyn Martin, Director of Outdoor Program for the
council, added universal accessibility adaptations. Karyn is a consultant to Universal
Bridges, a California company that builds rope courses that are fully accessible. “It
has been my dream to create a course like this for Girl Scouts of Spar and Spindle
girls,” said Martin. “We are very fortunate to have worked with John Ireland and
Absolutely Experiential who took our ideas and designs and made them real.”
